Q. Boo, nice playing, comments on your round.   

BOO WEEKLY:  I putted the ball well today.  I mean real well.  I 

got myself in trouble twice, and I made 20 footers on both of them, 

saved par.  But the rest of the time I was on the green in two 

putts, or if I made the putt it was just a good day solid.  Like I 

said, I only got myself in trouble twice.  

 

Q. It's one of those golf courses that seems like it's right up 

your alley?  

BOO WEEKLY:  Yes, it's very interesting.  It's got characteristics 

like Hilton Head, you know.  If you can keep it in play here and 

get on the right side of the fairway and on the green, kind of the 

same way, you got a good opportunity of making birdie.  

 

Q. Boo, have you done pretty well out here?  

BOO WEEKLY:  No, I missed the cut the first time I came here.  It's 

the second time I've been here.  But I was excited to get back 

because I just started feeling better and starting to play better 

and feel good about my game and keep the momentum going.  

 

Q. You had 5 of your birdies on the back 9?  

BOO WEEKLY:  It was just steady.  I hit a lot of good shots.  I 

made one long bomb.  The rest of them were inside 10 or 15 feet, 10 

feet.  But I made one that was about 30 foot.   

 

Q. Your thoughts on the weekend?  

BOO WEEKLY:  Just stay positive.  You know, I had a slow front.  

The hole front was real slow.  I wasn't hitting it real close.  I 

had myself 25, 30 footers.  And all of a sudden I hit one golf shot 



inside ten feet, and I made it and all of a sudden it started 

rolling a little bit.  

 

Q. It sounds like you had really good fan support?  

BOO WEEKLY:  It's kind of hard not to have it when you always hear 

Boo.  You can take it either I way.
