When 



I've been out of position, I've been able to putt it up there just 

a couple feet and kind of tap them in.  With the speed of these 

greens, you can get some pretty tough putts.  But I've driven the 

ball pretty well too.  I've kept it in front of me on the fairway, 

and I haven't had many shots that I really had to kind of play 

around.   

If I can get it in there close tomorrow -- I know I'm 

going to have to shoot a low one, though, because the greens are 

just so perfect, and the weather is just perfect.  It's a little 

breezy, so it's kind of good.  Makes you think a little bit.  I 

mean, it's out there.
